It is pleasing to see how New Zealanders are responding to this latest outbreak by getting tested, if
unwell and staying home.

Health requirements at school

At Alert Level 2 the disease is contained. It is safe for children and staff to attend schools, early
learning services and tertiary education. There will be appropriate measures in place. Learning will
be onsite with distance learning provided for those requiring to self-isolate, those individuals whose
health authorities have asked to stay away while waiting for a test result, or those choosing to remain
at home because they are vulnerable to illness.

Children are encouraged to take additional precautions when leaving home. Parents, caregivers and
students will need to work with the school to develop a plan to manage a safe return to school.
Distance learning will continue to be available to those who choose to remain at home.

I have also noticed that some students who are choosing to isolate have then turned up to play sport
or to take part in extracurricular activities. This seems contrary to medical advice. I would reiterate
that if a student cannot be at school in level two, due to self-isolation because they are vulnerable to
illness, then they cannot play sports for their school sports team. They are welcome to join back in
once they are back at school.

Helping children and young people while they are learning at home or coping with
changing alert levels.

Helping children and young people cope with the changes caused by COVID-19 means providing
accurate information, discussing facts without causing undue alarm, and re-establishing routines.
More guidance for parents, caregivers and whanau is available here and online at Te Rito Toi.

There is advice for parents on looking after their wellbeing and the wellbeing of others, on the
learning from home website. There are also three COVID-19 Wellbeing Guides available providing
further advice to parents and teachers.

While most of us are familiar with requirements at Alert Level 2, we will continue to emphasise the
importance of:

» Good hand hygiene and cough and sneeze etiquette

« Staying away if sick

« Keeping the appropriate physical distance from others

« Cleaning and disinfecting our high touch surfaces daily

« Displaying QR code posters at our entrances and encouraging all of our community to
download the NZ COVID Tracer App and use it if they come on-site

« Keeping a visitor register for anyone who cannot use the app and for other essential visitors

We know all these things will help to keep our community as safe as possible. Because of these
measures being in place, your child does not need to wear a face covering while at school but, they
can if they want to.

Thank you for your continued support for all we are doing to keep our community safe.

A new temporary signalised pedestrian crossing will soon be operating on both northbound and southboun
lanes of State Highway 2 (SH2) Maunganui Road near Bayfair. The new crossing will allow pedestrians
cyclists to cross all lanes of SH2 MaunganudRoa single movement.

Located between entrances three and four to the Bayfair Shopping Centre on the southbound side of Sk
Maunganui Road and along from Golf 360 on the northbound (Matapihi) side; the new temporary crossin
is required to enable consiction of a new underpass and replaces the existing northbound crossing,

introduced in February 2020. The existing underpass will close at the same time the new crossing

introduced to allow for demolition to begin and to clear the way for constructibthe new underpass.
