This often ends up coming into school where
it can cause issues amongst students - both with those involved and with those who are
keen to “jump on the bandwagon”.  At MMI, we try really hard to teach our students not
to get angry or upset by things they haven't heard with their own ears or seen with their
own eyes.  You can support us by encouraging your child to focus on the here and now
and to avoid getting caught up in dramatic gossip.  

As always, you can further support your child by limiting or preventing social media use
and by monitoring what they are saying and doing online.  Instagram and Snap Chat are
far from ideal because messages disappear after being sent, making it difficult to deal
with issues that arise on these platforms due to a lack of “evidence”.  Don't get caught in
the trap of thinking your child won't get mixed up in dangerous things online - or that
you can trust an emerging adolescent to always make good decisions.  The truth is they
need your wisdom and guidance to help them navigate the complex world they live in,
and will do for some years to come.
