Tena koutou katoa

As you will be aware, significant changes are being
implemented, at an unprecedented pace, across our education
system.

In 2024, revised (new) curriculums were implemented for
English in years 0-6, Mathematics and Statistics in years 0-8, by
the Ministry of Education. The English curriculum for Years 7 and
8 is being implemented this year.

Schools have been charged with implementing the new

curriculums at pace; which involves a significant amount of FOLLOW MMI FOR
IMPORTANT UPDATES
change.

Some of these changes include:

New objectives, levels and sequences of learning.
Instead of a curriculum level spanning 2 years, there is now an end of year
expectation for every year level which sits within a ‘phase’ of learning.

Phase 1 = Years 0-3, Phase 2 = Years 4-6, Phase 3 = Years 7 and 8. Students will have
three years to master phases 1and 2 and two years to master phase three.

New learning resources

In 2025, we opted for the Oxford Student Workbooks and the Oxford online platform,
which supplement and support both the refreshed curriculum and the work our
teachers are already doing in the classroom. These workbooks provide structured
activities that reinforce key concepts and allow students to apply their learning in
meaningful ways. At MMI, we have continued with our termly snap shots in maths;
which essentially measure a student's knowledge at the beginning of the new topic
and the progress they have made at the end of the topic. This data gives teachers
specific guidance about what each learner needs and the gaps that still need filling
over the remainder of the year.

New approaches to teaching and learning

The revised curriculum asks teachers to teach student curriculum content at the level
they 'should' be learning at (which corresponds to their year at school). Whilst this is
quite a shift for our primary school colleagues, this method of teaching has been
taught at MMI| for several years. We aim to put level 4 (now called phase 3) in front of
all our akonga (learners). Some students will need scaffolding and support, whilst
others will need further extension and access to more challenging concepts and
content. This is where teachers knowing your child as an individual learner is pivotal.
Teachers are using a wide range of tools to support all learners and to meet the
differentiated needs in their classroom.

Structured Literacy

In line with Ministry of Education expectations, we are implementing Structured
Literacy in our classrooms this year. This is a research-based approach grounded in
the "Science of Learning" that ensures every student has the tools to decode and
encode language with confidence. To support this, we use the iDeal platform, a
comprehensive framework that provides our teachers with systematic assessments
and high-quality resources tailored to each learner’'s needs. In the classroom, this
looks like explicit, direct instruction rather than "discovery-based" learning; instead of
guessing words from pictures or context, students are taught the logic of the English
code—including advanced phonics, spelling rules and morphology (prefixes and
suffixes).

Literacy lessons have changed from traditional "leveled" reading groups to targeted,
skill-based sessions. Using iDeal, we identify specific gaps in a student's knowledge
and provide "just-right" instruction that builds cumulatively. You'll notice your child
focusing more on the "why" behind spelling and using structured strategies to tackle
complex vocabulary across all subjects. This shift ensures that literacy is no longer a
game of chance, but a mastered skill that empowers students for high school and
beyond.

As the year goes on, students will notice the changes in the way Literacy is taught.
Staff will discuss this with you as parents at our Learning Conferences at the end of
term two.

Expectations:

The expectation of achievement has become significantly higher (more in some
places than others) in some parts of the revised curriculum. This means it may appear
that some students' levels of achievement may appear to have dropped from where
they were at when leaving primary school. This is unlikely to be correct: they will most
likely have improved, but the goal posts/expectations have changed.



SMART Tool:

Next term, we will use the new national assessment tool for the first time to assess a
student’s level in reading, writing and maths. This tool will be used across the
country and should give us reliable data that we can use to establish student needs
and to track progress over time. As an Intermediate school that enrols students from
several contributing schools, we like the idea of a consistent tool to measure
progress. This will assist with the transition from primary and intermediate and onto
college, as the tool will give consistent data for teachers, and of course for you as
whanau.

Next term, | will write to you about how the changes affect reporting. You can expect
to see different vocabulary and curriculum levels in term 2's report. | will explain
more about this in term 2.

	FROM THE PRINCIPAL
	Tena koutou katoa  As you will be aware, significant changes are being implemented, at an unprecedented pace, across our education system.
	In 2024, revised (new) curriculums were implemented for English in years 0-6, Mathematics and Statistics in years 0-8, by the Ministry of Education. The English curriculum for Years 7 and 8 is being implemented this year.
	Schools have been charged with implementing the new curriculums at pace; which involves a significant amount of change.

	Some of these changes include:
	New objectives, levels and sequences of learning.  Instead of a curriculum level spanning 2 years, there is now an end of year expectation for every year level which sits within a ‘phase’ of learning.
	Phase 1 = Years 0-3, Phase 2 = Years 4-6, Phase 3 = Years 7 and 8. Students will have three years to master phases 1 and 2 and two years to master phase three.
	New learning resources  In 2025, we opted for the Oxford Student Workbooks and the Oxford online platform, which supplement and support both the refreshed curriculum and the work our teachers are already doing in the classroom. These workbooks provide structured activities that reinforce key concepts and allow students to apply their learning in meaningful ways. At MMI, we have continued with our termly snap shots in maths; which essentially measure a student's knowledge at the beginning of the new topic and the progress they have made at the end of the topic. This data gives teachers specific guidance about what each learner needs and the gaps that still need filling over the remainder of the year.


	New approaches to teaching and learning  The revised curriculum asks teachers to teach student curriculum content at the level they 'should' be learning at (which corresponds to their year at school). Whilst this is quite a shift for our primary school colleagues, this method of teaching has been taught at MMI for several years. We aim to put level 4 (now called phase 3) in front of all our akonga (learners). Some students will need scaffolding and support, whilst others will need further extension and access to more challenging concepts and content. This is where teachers knowing your child as an individual learner is pivotal. Teachers are using a wide range of tools to support all learners and to meet the differentiated needs in their classroom.
	Structured Literacy  In line with Ministry of Education expectations, we are implementing Structured Literacy in our classrooms this year. This is a research-based approach grounded in the "Science of Learning" that ensures every student has the tools to decode and encode language with confidence. To support this, we use the iDeaL platform, a comprehensive framework that provides our teachers with systematic assessments and high-quality resources tailored to each learner’s needs. In the classroom, this looks like explicit, direct instruction rather than "discovery-based" learning; instead of guessing words from pictures or context, students are taught the logic of the English code—including advanced phonics, spelling rules and morphology (prefixes and suffixes).
	Literacy lessons have changed from traditional "leveled" reading groups to targeted, skill-based sessions. Using iDeaL, we identify specific gaps in a student's knowledge and provide "just-right" instruction that builds cumulatively. You’ll notice your child focusing more on the "why" behind spelling and using structured strategies to tackle complex vocabulary across all subjects. This shift ensures that literacy is no longer a game of chance, but a mastered skill that empowers students for high school and beyond.
	As the year goes on, students will notice the changes in the way Literacy is taught. Staff will discuss this with you as parents at our Learning Conferences at the end of term two.
	Expectations:  The expectation of achievement has become significantly higher (more in some places than others) in some parts of the revised curriculum. This means it may appear that some students' levels of achievement may appear to have dropped from where they were at when leaving primary school. This is unlikely to be correct: they will most likely have improved, but the goal posts/expectations have changed.
	SMART Tool:  Next term, we will use the new national assessment tool for the first time to assess a student’s level in reading, writing and maths. This tool will be used across the country and should give us reliable data that we can use to establish student needs and to track progress over time. As an Intermediate school that enrols students from several contributing schools, we like the idea of a consistent tool to measure progress. This will assist with the transition from primary and intermediate and onto college, as the tool will give consistent data for teachers, and of course for you as whānau.
	Next term, I will write to you about how the changes affect reporting. You can expect to see different vocabulary and curriculum levels in term 2’s report. I will explain more about this in term 2.
